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Commentary
Recommendation
The Primary Production Committee has examined the National Ani-
mal Identification and Tracing Bill and recommends that it be passed
with the amendments shown.

Introduction
This bill seeks to establish a national animal identification and tracing
(NAIT) system. The system would allow the rapid and accurate trac-
ing of animals from birth to death or live export; provide information
on the location and movement history of animals; improve biosecur-
ity management; help manage risks to human health associated with
animals; and help improve animal productivity, provide market as-
surances, and support compliance with trading requirements.

Implementation issues
The bill would permit the NAIT organisation, in the course of admin-
istering the system, to issue standards under which it would approve
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identification systems, setting out requirements for identification de-
vices and their operation. We are aware of concern that the initial
implementation of the system might mandate the use of devices that
transmit and receive the NAIT information over low-frequency radio
waves, rather than ultra-high-frequency devices, which are increas-
ingly being used on farms for other purposes.
We were advised that low-frequency technology has been proven to
work in all stages of the supply chain, while ultra-high-frequency
technology, used on many farms, is still being developed. Each tech-
nology has advantages and disadvantages.
Wewere advised that the requirements of the bill are technology-neu-
tral and designed to allow for transitions to different technologies. A
system that initially requires low-frequency tags could be extended
or converted with the development of tags that transmit in both fre-
quency bands, or of dual readers, so that animals could be tagged
with either kind.
This commentary focuses on the main amendments we recommend
and does not address minor technical amendments.

Commencement
We recommend amending clause 2 to provide for a commencement
date for the purpose of mandatory identification of cattle with a NAIT
device of 1 July 2012, a commencement date for other obligations
and exemptions of 1 November 2012, and an earlier commencement
date for any of the other obligations and exemptions to be fixed by
Order in Council. We also recommend amending clause 2 to provide
that Schedule 1, in relation to a species listed in Schedule 1, comes
into force on 1 March 2013, or earlier by Order in Council.
These amendments are intended to cater for the timely implemen-
tation of the NAIT system, while providing some flexibility in the
event of certain expected delays to parts of the implementation.

Governance
We recommend amending clause 7(1) to reflect practical arrange-
ments which have already been made; NAIT Limited would become
the NAIT organisation for a period of time until the governance struc-
ture for the new NAIT organisation could be put in place. We recom-
mend amending clause 7(2) to allow the dissolution of NAIT Limited
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before the new permanent NAIT organisation is appointed, if this
should be necessary to establish the long-term governance arrange-
ments. We recommend inserting new clause 7(3) to provide that be-
fore the Minister appoints another entity to replace NAIT Limited,
there must be consultation with the persons likely to be substantially
affected or their representatives.
We recommend amending clause 8 to include matters that the Min-
ister would need to be satisfied about before approving the estab-
lishment of the permanent NAIT organisation. We also recommend
amending clause 8 to allow the Minister to delay appointing the per-
manent NAIT organisation if theMinister is not satisfied of suchmat-
ters, and to have NAIT Limited to continue as an interim organisa-
tion.
We recommend amending clause 9 to allow the Minister the option
of revoking the designation of the NAIT organisation, and appoint-
ing one or more persons to perform any or all of the organisation’s
functions or duties. Clause 9 as drafted would allow the Minister to
make an appointment, but only for a specified duration; we consider
that providing the additional option would allow the Minister to ad-
dress a wider range of circumstances. The amendments would also
require consultation with persons likely to be substantially affected
by the proposed appointments, or with their representatives.
We recommend amending clause 14 by inserting new subclause (4A)
to deem any consultation undertaken by NAIT Limited before the
legislation comes into force to be consultation as would be required
by the legislation.

Obligation to declare NAIT compliance
We recommend deleting clause 32. The clause as drafted would re-
quire a person in charge of animals who consigns a NAIT animal to
another location to provide a declaration that the animals are prop-
erly tagged and registered in compliance with NAIT requirements.
We consider this requirement an unnecessary addition to the overall
compliance burden imposed by the bill.
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NAIT information system
We recommend amending clause 46 to set out more clearly both the
processes for applying for access to data, and the categories of data
to which each kind of applicant could have access.

Compliance and enforcement
We recommend deleting Part 5 of the bill (clauses 52 to 151), and (at
the beginning of Part 6) reinserting clauses 54 to 56 as new clauses
151A to 151C and inserting new clause 151D, and reinserting clauses
53 and 57 to 151 as new Schedule 1A. This anticipates the enactment
of the Search and Surveillance Bill currently before the House, and
would facilitate an amendment to the provisions that are proposed
to form Schedule 1A, to align the provisions of the two pieces of
legislation once they are both in force.
We recommend amending clause 110(1) (which would become
clause 55(1) of new Schedule 1A) to make it clear that a search
warrant would be required in order to exercise the power to detain
and search that this clause would provide for.
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Appendix
Committee process
The National Animal Identification and Tracing Bill was referred to
the committee on 14 December 2010. The closing date for submis-
sions was 10 February 2011. We received and considered 16 submis-
sions from interested groups and individuals. We heard 10 submis-
sions.
We received advice from the Ministry of Agriculture and Forestry.
The Regulations Review Committee reported to the committee on
the powers contained in clauses 2, 157, 158, 163, and 164.

actment under which the entity that became the NAIT organ-
isation was established, this Act prevails.

11 Board or governing body of NAIT organisation may 15
delegate functions, duties, and powers

(1) The board or governing body of the NAIT organisation—
(a) may, by notice in writing and on any terms and con-

ditions that the board or governing body of the NAIT
organisation considers appropriate, delegate— 20
(i) any or all of its functions, duties, or powers (other

(c) be satisfied that the standard, in the context of the NAIT
scheme, is efficient, effective, and appropriate.

the other identification system does not
cause confusion with an identification de- 20

(B) the other identification system is capable
of providing the information required by
the NAIT information system, including 25
(but not limited to) its form, content, and
quality:

(ii) whose operators do not wish to link with the

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(3) For the purpose of assessing an application for approval of an
identification system, the NAIT organisation may require the
applicant to supply information additional to that contained in
the application.

(4) The NAIT organisation must, within 20 working days of the 5

(5) The NAIT organisation may, in relation to any NAIT identifi-
cation system,— 10

16 NAIT organisation may suspend or revoke approval of
NAIT identification system

(1) The NAIT organisation may—
(a) suspend or revoke the approval of any NAIT identifi- 35

cation system if the applicant fails to meet any condi-
tions that the applicant must meet before the identifica-
tion system may commence:
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(b) suspend or revoke the approval of any NAIT identifica-
tion system if—
(i) the identification system fails to comply with an

applicable standard; or

(a) the accreditation standard needs to be issued, amended, 30

or revoked urgently; or
(b) an amendment to the accreditation standard is minor

and will not adversely affect the substantial interests of
any person.

(5) If the NAIT organisation issues, amends, or revokes an ac- 35
creditation standard, the NAIT organisation must give notice
of the issue, amendment, or revocation—
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(a) in the Gazette; and
(b) anywhere else that the NAIT organisation considers ap-

propriate, including on (but not limited to) an Internet
site maintained by or on behalf of the NAIT organisa-
tion. 5

20 NAIT organisation may accredit entities as information
providers and persons entities dealing with NAIT animals
as persons to provide movement information in lieu of
PICAs

(1) The NAIT organisation may accredit— 10
(a) an entity as an information provider if the entity meets

the accreditation standards that the NAIT organisation
has issued for entities that apply to be accredited:

(b) a person dealing with NAIT animals as a person who is
to provide information to the NAIT organisation in lieu 15
of PICAs (in relation to the movement of NAIT animals
to or from the location operated by the person) if the
person meets the accreditation standards that the NAIT
organisation has issued.

(b) an entity dealing with NAIT animals that is to provide 20
information to the NAIT organisation (in relation to the
movement of NAIT animals to and from the location
operated by the entity) if the entity meets the accredit-
ation standards that the NAIT organisation has issued
for entities that apply to be accredited.

Part 3 5
Obligations of persons participating in

NAIT scheme
Overview

24 Key obligations
(1) This Part provides for the key obligations of persons in day to 10

day charge of NAIT animals.
(2) Those obligations are (without limitation) to—

(a) register as a PICA with the NAIT organisation; and
(b) register with the NAIT organisation, as a NAIT loca-

tion, any location where NAIT animals are to be kept 15
or held; and

(c) identify a NAIT animal with a NAIT device and register
the animal with the NAIT organisation; and

(d) declare the movement of NAIT animals from 1 NAIT
location to another; and 20

(e) declare the compliance of NAIT animals with NAIT
requirements; and

(f) declare the death, loss, or intended export of NAIT ani-
mals; and

(g) provide correct and up-to-date information to the NAIT 25
organisation as required by or under this Act.

(3) These obligations apply to every PICA—
(a) to the extent that they are applicable in particular cir-

cumstances; and
(b) unless a matter qualifies for an exemption under regu- 30

lations made for that purpose under this Act.

25 Application of obligations
(1) The obligations set out in this Part apply,—

(a) as far as they are applicable in particular circumstances,
to every PICA, including— 35
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(i) persons such as farmers, stock agents, livestock
transport operators, livestock drovers, saleyard
operators, and meat processors, and organisers of
school pet days; and

(ii) persons acting as delegates of PICAs; and 5
(iii) persons who, being accredited as persons to pro-

vide information under section 20, may act as
persons to whom this Part applies; and

(b) subject to any exemption provided for in regulations
made under this Act. 10

(2) A PICA may permit—
(a) a PICA delegate to act on behalf of the PICA in respect

of any matter delegated by the PICA:
(b) an information provider to carry out duties on behalf of

the PICA under section 18(1): 15
(c) an accredited person entity dealing with NAIT animals

to carry out duties under section 18(2) in lieu of the
PICA.

(3) If subsection (2)(a) or (b) applies, the PICA remains respon-
sible for compliance with this Act in respect of the action or 20
duty.

(4) If subsection (2)(c) applies, the accredited person and not the
PICA is responsible for compliance with this Act in respect of
the duty.

Subpart 1—Obligations on PICAs 25
Registration as PICA

26 Obligation to register as PICA
(1) A person who is in day-to-day charge of NAIT animals,

whether continuously or intermittently,—
(a) must be registered as a PICA; and 30
(b) if not registered at the time of taking charge of NAIT

animals, must register within the time specified in regu-
lations made under this Act.

(2) A registered PICA may—
(a) nominate a delegate to undertake specified procedures 35

and obligations under this Act on behalf of the PICA (a
PICA delegate):
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(b) appoint an information provider to provide information
required by or under this Act to the NAIT organisation
on behalf of the PICAcarry out 1 or more of the func-
tions referred to in section 18(1).

(2) No person is entitled to act on behalf of another for the pur-
pose of registering that other person as a PICA.If an informa- 15
tion provider is registering a PICA or PICA delegate, the in-
formation provider must comply with the requirements set out
in regulations made under this Act.

28 Registration in respect of saleyard or meat processing
facility 20

(1) This section applies to—
(a) the operatorowner of a saleyard or the nominated rep-

resentative of the operatorowner; and
(b) the operatorowner of a meat processing facility or the

nominated representative of the operatorowner. 25
(2) A person referred to in subsection (1) must be registered as

a PICA.

Registration of NAIT location
29 Obligation to register NAIT location
(1) Each PICAmust register with the NAIT organisation every lo- 30

cation where that person is in charge of NAIT animals (NAIT
location).

(2) In registering a NAIT location, a PICA must confirm that he
or she is a PICA for the specified location.
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(3) However, in the case of locations where events are held that
involve NAIT animals, such as shows and rodeos, the event

Animal identification and registration
30 Obligation to identify and register NAIT animals 20
(1) A PICAmust ensure that the NAIT animals in his or her charge

(a) correctly fitted at all times with the NAIT device re-

quired for those animals by in accordance with stand-
ards issued under section 14 or regulationsmade under 25
this Act; and

Movement and compliance

(2) Directions must be given in writing but, if it is impracticable 15
to do so in the circumstances, may be given orally, and written
notice of those directions must be given as soon as practicable
after an oral direction has been given.

61 Power to act if person defaults
(1) This section applies to a person who is directed under section 20

60 to take some specified action.
(2) If the person fails to comply with the direction within the time

specified in the notice or, if no time was specified in the notice,
within a reasonable time, a NAIT officer or a NAIT authorised
person may take action, or cause action to be taken, that is rea- 25
sonably necessary and appropriate for achieving the purposes
of the notice.

(3) If a specified action is required to be carried out onMāori land,
the notice given to the owners must comply with section 181
of Te Ture Whenua Maori Act 1993. 30

(4) The NAIT officer is entitled to recover the costs and expenses
reasonably incurred under subsection (2) as a debt due from
the person to whom the notice was given.
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62 Holding of property seized or produced under this Part
Any property, other than NAIT animals, seized or produced
in the course of exercising a power under this Part may be
held by the law enforcement agency, but only for as long as is
reasonably necessary for investigation as evidential material. 5

Rights in respect of things seized or produced
63 Application for release of, or access to, things seized or

produced
(1) The persons described in subsection (2) may, by written no-

tice to the person who has custody of a thing seized under a 10
search power or produced under a production order, apply for
the release of or access to it at any time before proceedings are
brought for an alleged offence in respect of which the thing
was seized or produced.

(2) The persons are as follows: 15
(a) the person who produced the thing or from whom the

thing was seized:
(b) the owner or person entitled to possession of the seized

or produced thing:
(c) any personwith a legal or equitable interest in the seized 20

or produced thing.
(3) The person in whose custody the seized or produced thing is

may release the thing to the applicant or provide reasonable
access to it.

(4) A person who receives an application under subsection (1) 25
may refuse that application on the ground that release of the
thing or, as the case requires, access to it is likely to prejudice
the maintenance of the law.

(5) A release of, or provision of access to, a thing may be granted
unconditionally or subject to conditions. 30

(6) A person refusing an application under subsection (1) must
inform the applicant of the decision in writing.

64 Failure to comply with conditions
If a person to whom a seized or produced thing is released or
who is given access to it under section 63 fails to comply 35
with any condition imposed under section 63(5), the thing
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may be seized again, or required to be produced, or the ability
to have access to the thing ended at the direction of the person
who released it or provided access to it.

65 Application to District Court for access to thing seized
or produced 5

(1) A person referred to in section 63(2)may apply to theDistrict
Court for access to any thing seized by a person exercising a
search power or produced to any person under a production
order if the person’s application under that section—
(a) has been refused; or 10
(b) has been granted, but is subject to conditions that the

applicant does not accept.
(2) The District Court may either—

(a) grant the application; or
(b) refuse it on the ground that allowing the person to have 15

access to the thing, or varying or cancelling the condi-
tions concerned, is likely to prejudice the maintenance
of the law.

66 Application to District Court for release of thing seized
or produced 20

(1) A person referred to in section 63(2)may apply to theDistrict
Court for the release of any thing seized by a person exercising
a search power or produced to a person under a production
order.

(2) The court may release the thing to the applicant if it is satisfied 25
that it would be contrary to the interests of justice for the item
to be retained in custody, having regard to—
(a) the gravity of the alleged offence:
(b) any loss or damage to the applicant that is caused or

likely to be caused by not returning the thing: 30
(c) the likely evidential value of the thing, having regard to

any other evidence held by the law enforcement agency
that employed or engaged the person who seized the
thing or to whom the thing was produced:

(d) whether the evidential value of the thing can be ad- 35
equately preserved by means other than by keeping it.
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(3) This section is subject to any enactment that requires an
amount of any kind to be paid before any seized thing may be
returned.

Subpart 3—Powers applying in relation to
all livestock 5

67 Recovery of straying livestock
(1) This subpart applies to all livestock, whether NAIT animals or

not.
(2) If a livestock owner (person A) believes on reasonable

grounds that livestock of that person have strayed onto land 10
occupied by another person (person B) or are in the posses-
sion of person B, for the purpose of identifying and recovering
any livestock,—
(a) person A may apply in writing to a NAIT officer re-

questing that written notice be given to person B about 15
the straying livestock; and

(b) the NAIT officer may give notice to person B, requiring
that person, on the date specified in the notice,—
(i) to muster his or her livestock of the kind to which

the application relates; or 20
(ii) if person B is not holding such livestock on land

in his or her occupation, to allow any livestock
whose identity is in question to be mustered in a
yard or pen.

(3) The NAIT officer, if he or she considers it appropriate to do 25
so, may—
(a) enter the land and carry out the muster of livestock on

person B’s land; and
(b) on the application of person B, postpone the date fixed

for the mustering of the livestock. 30
(4) Person B may recover from person A—

(a) the reasonable expenses incurred in mustering, deliver-
ing, or holding, the livestock if so ordered by a NAIT
officer; and

(b) compensation for any unavoidable damage suffered in 35
complying with a notice given under subsection (2).

(5) Subsection (6) applies if the NAIT officer—
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(a) is unable for good reason to deal with an application
made under subsection (2) without delay; and

(b) believes on reasonable grounds that livestock may be
removed from the land or otherwise disposed of in the
meantime. 5

(6) The NAIT officer may, if requested to do so by person A, order
livestock to be held in the manner that the NAIT officer thinks
appropriate until the application is dealt with or the expiration
of 7 days, whichever is the earlier.

(7) If person B refuses or fails to comply with a notice given under 10
subsection (2) or an order given under subsection (6), per-
son B commits an offence and is liable on summary conviction
to a fine not exceeding $1,000.

68 Removal of straying livestock
(1) If an occupier of land (person A) believes, on reasonable 15

grounds, that livestock owned by another person (person B)
have strayed onto person A’s land,—
(a) person A may apply in writing to a NAIT officer re-

questing that written notice be given to person B, re-
quiring that person to remove livestock that belong to 20
person B at that person’s expense; and

(b) the NAIT officer may give notice to person B, requir-
ing that person, on the date specified in the notice, to
remove the livestock.

(2) If a person who is a party to a covenant established to protect 25
any of the values specified in subsection (3) (person C) be-
lieves that there are, on the covenanted land, livestock owned
by person B that are likely to affect adversely the values being
protected,—
(a) person C may apply in writing to a NAIT officer for, 30

and the NAIT officer may give, written notice to person
B requiring the livestock to be removed or destroyed by
the date specified in the notice; and

(b) person C or the NAIT officer may, if the notice is not
complied with by the specified date, impound the live- 35
stock at the cost of person B, until that person complies
with the notice.

(3) The values are—
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(a) the viability of threatened species or sub-groups of
species of organisms:

(b) the survival and distribution of indigenous plants or ani-
mals:

(c) the sustainability of natural and developed ecosystems, 5
ecological processes, and biological diversity:

(d) soil resources or water quality:
(e) human health or enjoyment of the recreational value of

the natural environment:
(f) the relationship ofMāori and their culture and traditions 10

with their ancestral lands, waters, sites, wāhi tapu, and
taonga.

(4) If person B refuses or fails to comply with a notice given under
this section, that person commits an offence and is liable on
summary conviction to a fine not exceeding $1,000. 15

Subpart 4—Powers of NAIT officers to
obtain certain orders
Production orders

69 NAIT officer may apply for production order
(1) This section applies to a NAIT officer who is entitled to apply 20

for a search warrant to obtain documents.
(2) The NAIT officer may apply to an issuing officer for a pro-

duction order against a person in respect of those documents
if the NAIT officer is satisfied that the conditions specified in
section 70 for making the order against the person are met. 25

(3) An application under this section must be in writing and must
set out the following particulars:
(a) the name of the applicant:
(b) the provision under this Act authorising the making of

an application for a search warrant in respect of the sus- 30
pected offence:

(c) a description of the offence that it is suspected has been
committed, is being committed, or will be committed:

(d) the facts relied on to show reasonable grounds to sus-
pect that an offence has been committed, or is being 35
committed, or will be committed:
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(e) a description of the documents for which production is
sought:

(f) the facts relied on to show reasonable grounds to be-
lieve that the documents sought are in the possession,
or under the control, of the person against whom the 5
order is sought:

(g) whether the person against whom the order is made
should be required to produce,—
(i) on 1 occasion only, those documents for which

production is sought that are in his or her posses- 10
sion or under his or her control when the order is
made; or

(ii) on an ongoing basis,—
(A) those documents for which production is

sought that are in the person’s possession 15
or under the person’s control at the time
the order is made; and

(B) those documents for which production is
sought and that come into the person’s
possession or under the person’s control at 20
any time while the order is in force.

70 Conditions for making production order
(1) The conditions for making a production order are that there are

reasonable grounds to—
(a) suspect that an offence has been committed, or is being 25

committed, or will be committed (being an offence in
respect of which this Part authorises a NAIT officer to
apply for a search warrant); and

(b) believe that the documents sought by the proposed
order— 30
(i) constitute evidential material in respect of the of-

fence; and
(ii) are in the possession or under the control of the

person against whom the order is sought, or will
come into the possession or under the control of 35
that person while the order is in force.

(2) A production order does not affect the privilege against self-
incrimination provided for in section 119.
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71 Issuing officer may make order
An issuing officer may make a production order against a per-
son if satisfied, on an application made under section 69, that
the conditions specified in section 70 are met.

72 Form and content of production order 5
(1) A production order must be in the prescribed form and must

require the person against whom it is made (person A)—
(a) to give the NAIT officer who applied for the order, or a

person identified in the order,—
(i) any documents described in the order that are in 10

the possession or under the control of person A;
and

(ii) if section 69(3)(g)(ii) applies to the order, docu-
ments described in the order that come into the
possession or under the control of person Awhile 15
the order is in force; and

(b) if any of those documents are not, or are no longer,
in the possession or under the control of person A, to
disclose, to the best of person A’s knowledge or belief,
the location of those documents to the NAIT officer who 20
applied for the order or to the person identified in the
order.

(2) The production order must set out the following:
(a) the name of person A:
(b) the grounds on which the order is made: 25
(c) the documents required to be given:
(d) whether the documents must be produced on 1 occasion

only or on an ongoing basis for the duration of the entire
order:

(e) the time by which, and the way in which, the documents 30
must be produced.

(3) The production order may describe the documents required to
be given by reference to a class or category of document.

(4) If the production order is made against a body corporate or
unincorporated, the order may specify an individual (whether 35
by name or by reference to a position held in the body) who is
to comply with the order as the body’s representative.
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73 Duration of production order
A production order is in force for the period specified in the
order (not exceeding 30 days after the date on which the order
is made).

74 Documents produced under production order 5
When any document is produced in compliance with a produc-
tion order, the NAIT officer who applied for the order may—
(a) retain the original document produced if it is relevant to

the investigation:
(b) take copies of the document, or of extracts from the 10

document:
(c) if necessary, require the person producing the document

to reproduce, or to assist any person nominated by the
Director-General or a delegate of the Director-General
to reproduce, in usable form, any information recorded 15
or stored in the document.

75 Copy of retained document
If a NAIT officer retains an original document that is produced
in compliance with a production order, the officer must, as
soon as practicable after the document is produced, take a copy 20
of the document and give the copy to the person who produced
the original document under the production order.

76 Other provisions applying to production orders
(1) The following provisions apply to an application for a produc-

tion order as if any reference in those provisions to a warrant 25
or search warrant were a reference to a production order:
(a) section 85(2) (relating to requirements for further in-

formation); and
(b) section 86 (relating to verification of application); and
(c) section 87 (relating to mode of application); and 30
(d) section 88 (relating to retention of documents).

(2) Sections 92 (relating to the transmission of search warrants)
and 94 (relating to when a search warrant is invalid) apply
to production orders as if any reference in those provisions to
a warrant or search warrant were a reference to a production 35
order.
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Subpart 5—Search and inspection powers
General matters

77 Application of rules in relation to NAIT officers and
transfer of things
Any duty imposed on a NAIT officer under this subpart may 5
be carried out instead by an inspector appointed under the Bio-
security Act 1993 by the Ministry.

Consent searches
78 Application of rules about consent searches

Sections 79 to 82 apply in respect of consent searches under- 10
taken by a NAIT officer in circumstances where a power of
search by a NAIT officer under this Part could be exercised if
he or she held a particular belief or suspicion.

79 Purposes for which consent search may be undertaken
A NAIT officer may ask a person to consent to undergo a 15
search or to consent to a search being made of a place, ve-
hicle, or other thing apparently in the control of the person, if
the officer wishes to conduct the search for 1 or more of the
following purposes:
(a) to prevent the commission of an offence against this 20

Act:
(b) to prevent injury or harm to persons or property:
(c) to investigate whether an offence against this Act has

been committed:
(d) any purpose in respect of which the NAIT officer could 25

exercise a power of search conferred by this Act, if he
or she held a particular belief or suspicion specified in
this Act.

80 Advice that must be given before consent search
undertaken 30
Before conducting a search by consent, the NAIT officer who
proposes to conduct it must—
(a) determine that the search is for a purpose authorised by

section 79; and
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(b) advise the person from whom consent is sought of the
reason for the proposed search; and

(c) advise the person that he or she may either consent to
the search or refuse to consent to the search.

81 Circumstances where search by consent unlawful 5
A search by consent is unlawful if—
(a) it is not for a purpose set out in section 79; or
(b) the NAIT officer fails to comply with section 80(a),

(b), or (c); or
(c) the search is undertaken in reliance on a consent given 10

by a person who does not have authority to give that
consent.

82 Ability of persons under 14 years to consent to searches of
places, vehicles, or other things

(1) A person under 14 years of age is unable to consent to the 15
search of a place, vehicle, or other thing.

(2) Subsection (1) does not apply to a person under 14 years of
age found driving a vehicle with no passenger aged 14 years or
older who has authority to consent to the search of the vehicle.

83 Exceptions to consent search rules 20
Sections 79 to 82 do not—
(a) apply to a search conducted as a condition of entry to

any public or private place; or
(b) apply to a search conducted in accordance with a power

conferred by an enactment; or 25
(c) affect the rule of law relating to the implied licence to

enter property.

Search warrants
84 Power to apply for search warrant
(1) A NAIT officer may apply for a search warrant in the manner 30

set out in sections 86 to 88 if the officer has reasonable
grounds—
(a) to suspect that an offence against this Act has been, is

being, or will be, committed; and
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(b) to believe that the search will disclose evidence in re-
spect of that offence.

(2) The provisions of sections 85 to 88 apply in respect of every
warrant applied for, or issued, under this Act that would en-
able, in respect of any land, premises, place, vehicle, or other 5
thing,—
(a) entry; or
(b) entry and search; or
(c) entry and inspection; or
(d) entry and examination. 10

85 Application for search warrant
(1) In applying for a search warrant, a NAIT officer must include,

in reasonable detail, the following particulars:
(a) the name of the applicant:
(b) the provision authorising the making of the application: 15
(c) the grounds on which the application is made (including

the reasons why the legal requirements for issuing the
warrant are believed by the applicant to be satisfied):

(d) the address or other description of the place, vehicle,
or other thing proposed to be entered, or entered and 20
searched, inspected, or examined:

(e) a description of the item or items or other evidential
material believed to be in or on or part of the place,
vehicle, or other thing that is sought by the applicant:

(f) the period for which the warrant is sought: 25
(g) if the applicant wants to be able to execute the warrant

on more than 1 occasion, the grounds on which execu-
tion onmore than 1 occasion is believed to be necessary.

(2) The issuing officer—
(a) may require the applicant to supply further information 30

concerning the grounds on which the search warrant is
sought; but

(b) must not, in any circumstances, require the applicant
to disclose the name, address, or any other identifying
detail of an informant unless, and only to the extent that, 35
such information is necessary for the issuing officer to
assess either or both of the following:
(i) the credibility of the informant:
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(ii) whether there is a proper basis for issuing the
warrant.

(3) The applicant must disclose in the application—
(a) details of any other application for a search warrant that

the applicant knows to have been made within the pre- 5
vious 3 months in respect of the place, vehicle, or other
thing proposed to be searched; and

(b) the result of that application or those applications.
(4) The applicant must, before making an application for a search

warrant, make reasonable inquiries to the Ministry or the 10
NAIT organisation, as appropriate, for the purpose of com-
plying with subsection (3).

(5) The issuing officer may authorise the search warrant to be exe-
cuted on more than 1 occasion during the period in which the
warrant is in force if he or she is satisfied that this is required 15
for the purposes for which the warrant is being issued.

86 Application must be verified
An application for a search warrant must contain or be accom-
panied by a statement by the applicant confirming the truth and
accuracy of the contents of the application. 20

87 Mode of application for search warrant
(1) An application for a search warrant—

(a) must be in writing, unless subsection (3) applies; and
(b) may be transmitted to the issuing officer electronically.

(2) The applicant must appear in person before, or communicate 25
orally with, the issuing officer, unless subsection (4) applies.

(3) An issuing officer may allow an application for a search war-
rant to be made orally (for example, by telephone call) or by
personal appearance and excuse the applicant from putting all
or any part of the application (including any required material) 30
in writing if—
(a) the issuing officer is satisfied that the delay that would

be caused by requiring an applicant to put all or any
part of the application (including any required material)
in writing would compromise the effectiveness of the 35
search; and

(b) the issuing officer is satisfied that the question of
whether the warrant should be issued can properly
be determined on the basis of an oral communication
or a personal appearance (together with the material
described in paragraph (c)); and 5

writing) to the issuing officer.

(4) An issuing officer may allow an application for a search war-
rant to be made without either an appearance in person or an 10
oral communication with the issuing officer if—
(a) the issuing officer is satisfied that the question of

whether the search warrant should be issued can
properly be determined on the basis of any written
communication by the applicant (including the material 15
described in paragraph (b)); and

(b) the information required by section 85(1) to (3) has
been supplied to the issuing officer; and

tain control of a copy (whether in electronic form or otherwise)

(b) in the case of an oral application, the record of the ap-

plication made by the issuing officer.
(2) The copy must be retained until,—

(a) in a case where a search warrant is issued, the comple-
tion of any proceedings in respect of which the validity 35

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(b) in any other case, the expiry of 2 years after the records
were first retained under the control of the Registrar of
a District Court.

(3) An applicant to whom a search warrant is issued must retain
the warrant (whether in electronic form or otherwise), a copy 5
of the application (if made in written form), copies of all docu-
ments tendered by the applicant in support of the application,
and a copy of any search warrant report referred to in section
91 required to be prepared,—
(a) in the case of a warrant that is executed, until the com- 10

pletion of any proceedings in respect of which the val-
idity of the warrant may be in issue; or

(b) in any other case, until the destruction or transfer of the
warrant and other documents is required by or under the
Public Records Act 2005 or any other enactment or rule 15
of law.

Issuing of search warrant
89 Restrictions on issue of search warrant
(1) An issuing officer may issue a search warrant on application

by a NAIT officer, if the issuing officer is satisfied that there 20
are reasonable grounds—
(a) to suspect that an offence against this Act has been, is

being, or will be committed; and
(b) to believe that the search will find evidence in respect

of the offence. 25
(2) An issuing officer must not issue a warrant to seize any thing

held by a lawyer that is a communication of a kind to which
legal professional privilege normally applies, unless the issu-
ing officer is satisfied that there is a prima facie case that the
thing was made, received, compiled, or prepared— 30
(a) for a dishonest purpose; or
(b) for the purpose of planning to commit or committing an

offence.

90 Form and content of search warrant
(1) Every search warrant issued must be in the prescribed form. 35
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(2) Every search warrant issuedmust be directed to a NAIT officer
who has authority to execute the warrant.

(3) A search warrant may be—
(a) executed by—

(i) the NAIT officer to whom it is directed; or 5
(ii) any constable (whether or not the warrant is

directed to that constable or generally to con-
stables):

(b) subject to any conditions specified in the warrant that
the issuing officer considers reasonable, including 10
(without limitation)—
(i) any restriction on the time of execution that is

reasonable:
(ii) a condition that the occupier or person in charge

of a place must provide reasonable assistance to 15
a person executing the warrant if, in the absence
of such assistance, it would not be practical to
execute the warrant without undue delay:

(c) executed only once, unless execution on more than 1
occasion has been authorised. 20

(4) Every search warrant must contain, in reasonable detail, the
following particulars:
(a) the name or other individual designation of the issuing

officer and the date of issue:
(b) the provision or provisions authorising the issue of the 25

warrant (including, where relevant, the suspected of-
fence or offences):

(c) that the person executing the warrant may use any as-
sistance that is reasonable in the circumstances:

(d) that any person authorised to do so may execute the 30
warrant:

(e) that the person executing the warrant may use any force,
if authorised by this Act or any other enactment, that is
reasonable in the circumstances to enter, break open, or
access any area within the place, vehicle, or other thing 35
being searched, or the thing found:

(f) the address or description of the place, vehicle, or other
thing that may be entered, or entered and searched, in-
spected, or examined:
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(g) a description of what may be seized:
(h) the period during which the warrant may be executed,

being—
(i) a period specified by the issuing officer not ex-

ceeding 14 days from the date of issue; or 5
(ii) if the issuing officer is satisfied that a period of

longer than 14 days is necessary for execution,
a period specified by the issuing officer not ex-
ceeding 30 days from the date of issue:

(i) any conditions specified by the issuing officer under 10
subsection (3)(b):

(j) if the warrant may be executed onmore than 1 occasion,
the number of times that the warrant may be executed:

(k) if the warrant is intended to authorise a remote access
search (for example, a search of a thing such as an Inter- 15
net data storage facility that is not situated at a physical
location) the access information that identifies the thing
to be searched remotely:

(l) an explanation of the availability of relevant privileges
and an outline of how any of those privileges may be 20
claimed:

(m) a statement that, in the case of any other search author-
ised by this Act, any person found in the place or vehicle
to be searched may be searched if there are reasonable
grounds to believe that an item being searched for is on 25
that person.

(5) A search warrant may authorise the search of more than 1
place, vehicle, or thing.

(6) An issuing officer may not issue a search warrant authorising
the remote access search of a thing unless he or she is satisfied 30
that the thing is not located at a physical address that a person
can enter and search.

(7) A person is not required, as a consequence of a condition im-
posed under subsection (3)(b)(ii), to give any information
tending to incriminate the person. 35

91 Issuing officer may require search warrant report
(1) An issuing officer may impose a condition under section

90(3)(b) requiring the employer of any person to whom a
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search warrant is issued to provide that issuing officer with a
search warrant report within a specified period.

(2) A search warrant report must state—
(a) whether the search warrant was executed:
(b) whether the execution of the search warrant resulted in 5

the seizure of evidential material, and, if so, whether
that material was material specified in the search war-
rant:

(c) whether any other powers exercised in conjunction with
the execution of the warrant resulted in the seizure of 10
evidential material:

(d) whether any criminal proceedings have been brought,
or are under consideration, that relate to any evidential
material seized.

92 Transmission of search warrant 15
If it is not possible or practicable for the person charged with
executing the warrant to have it in his or her possession at the
time of execution, one of the following documents (which is
deemed for all legal purposes to constitute the warrant) may
be executed: 20
(a) a facsimile, or a printout of an electronically generated

copy, of a warrant issued by the issuing officer:
(b) a copy made by the person to whom the warrant is di-

rected, at the direction of the issuing officer and en-
dorsed to that effect. 25

93 When search warrant executed
A search warrant is executed when the person executing the
warrant and any person assisting in the execution of the war-
rant—
(a) has seized all the items specified in the warrant; or 30
(b) leaves the place, vehicle, or other thing being searched

and does not return within 4 hours.

94 When search warrant invalid
(1) A search warrant is invalid—

(a) if, having regard to the information contained in the 35
application, the grounds or conditions for lawful issue
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of a warrant set out in section 89(1) were not satisfied
at the time that the search warrant was issued:

(b) if the warrant contains a defect, irregularity, omission,
or want of form that is likely to mislead anyone execut-
ing or affected by the warrant as to its purpose or scope. 5

(2) If a warrant is invalid under this section, section 204 of the
Summary Proceedings Act 1957 (which provides that a war-
rant is not invalid by reason only of a defect, irregularity, omis-
sion, or want of form) does not apply to that warrant.

Carrying out search powers 10
95 Search powers

Every search power authorises the person exercising it—
(a) to enter and search the place, vehicle, or other thing that

the person is authorised to enter and search, and any
item or items found in that place or vehicle or thing, at 15
any time that is reasonable:

(b) to request any person to assist with the entry and search
(including, without limitation, a member of a hapū or
an iwi if the place to be entered is of cultural or spiritual
significance to that hapū or iwi): 20

(c) to use any force in respect of any property that is rea-
sonable for the purposes of carrying out the entry and
search and any lawful seizure:

(d) if and only if section 100(2) applies to the person ex-
ercising the power, to detain any person who is at the 25
place or in the vehicle or other thing being searched, or
who arrives there while the search is being undertaken,
for a reasonable period (using reasonable force if ne-
cessary), to enable the person exercising the power to
determine whether the person is connected with the ob- 30
ject of the search:

(e) to seize any thing that may lawfully be seized:
(f) to bring and use in or on the place, vehicle, or other thing

searched any equipment, to use any equipment found on
the place or in the vehicle or other thing, and to extract 35
any electricity from the place, vehicle, or other thing
to operate the equipment that it is reasonable to use in
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the circumstances, for the purposes of carrying out the
entry and search:

(g) to copy any document, or part of a document, that may
lawfully be seized:

(h) to access and copy intangible material from a computer 5
system or other data storage device located (in whole
or in part) at the place, vehicle, or other thing searched
(including copying by means of previewing, cloning, or
other forensicmethods either before or after removal for
examination): 10

(i) to use any reasonable measures to—
(i) gain access to any computer system or other data

storage device located (in whole or in part) at
the place or in the vehicle or other thing to be
searched; and 15

(ii) create a forensic copy of any material in such a
computer system or other data storage device:

(j) to take photographs, sound and video recordings, and
drawings of the place, vehicle, or other thing searched,
and of any thing found in that place, vehicle, or other 20
thing, if the person exercising the power has reason-
able grounds to believe that the photographs or sound
or video recordings or drawings may be relevant to the
purposes of the entry and search.

96 Remote access search of thing authorised by warrant 25
Every person executing a search warrant authorising a remote
access search may—
(a) access and copy intangible material from the thing be-

ing searched (including copying by means of preview-
ing, cloning, or other forensic methods); and 30

(b) use reasonable measures to—
(i) gain access to the thing; and
(ii) create a forensic copy of material in the thing.

97 Items of uncertain status may be seized
If a person exercising a search power is uncertain whether any 35
item found may lawfully be seized, and it is not reasonably
practicable to determine whether that item can be seized at the
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place or vehicle where the search takes place, the person exer-
cising the search power may remove the item for the purpose
of examination or analysis to determine whether it may be law-
fully seized.

98 Powers of persons called to assist 5
(1) Every person called on to assist a person exercising a search

power is subject to the control of the person with overall re-
sponsibility for exercising that power.

(2) Every person called on to assist a person exercising a search
power may, in addition to exercising the powers set out in sec- 10
tion 95(a), (d), (e), (f), and (i),—
(a) use reasonable force in respect of any property for the

purposes of carrying out the entry and search and any
lawful seizure, while under the direction of the person
exercising the power: 15

(b) search areas within the place, vehicle, or other thing that
the person exercising the power has determined may
lawfully be searched:

(c) take photographs, sound and video recordings, and
drawings of the place, vehicle, or other thing, and 20
things found in the place, vehicle, or other thing, if the
person exercising the power has determined that those
things may lawfully be taken.

(3) If a constable is assisting another person exercising the search
power, that constable may, without any direction or supervi- 25
sion by the person he or she is assisting, exercise any power
ordinarily exercisable by that constable.

(4) The person exercising the search power must—
(a) accompany any assistant on the first occasion when the

assistant enters the place, vehicle, or other thing to be 30
searched; and

(b) provide such other supervision of any assistant as is rea-
sonable in the circumstances.

(5) Subsection (4) does not apply if the assistant is a constable.
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99 Powers of persons called to assist remote access search
Every person called on to assist a person executing a search
warrant authorising a remote access search may—
(a) access and copy intangible material from the thing be-

ing searched (including copying by means of preview- 5
ing, cloning, or other forensic methods); and

(b) use reasonable measures to—
(i) gain access to the thing; and
(ii) create a forensic copy of material in the thing.

100 Limitation on exercise of powers 10
(1) The powers conferred by sections 95 to 99 are subject to—

(a) any conditions imposed under section 90(3)(b) by an
issuing officer who issues a search warrant:

(b) sections 117 to 127 (which relate to privilege and
confidentiality). 15

(2) The powers conferred by section 95(d) to detain a person
may only be exercised by a person who has power to arrest
the person to be detained—
(a) for a suspected offence to which the search relates; or
(b) for a suspected offence to which evidential material that 20

is discovered in the course of the search relates.
(3) To avoid doubt, the powers conferred by sections 95(c) and

98(2)(a) do not authorise the application of force to any per-
son.

101 Securing place, vehicle, or other thing to be searched 25
(1) The person carrying out a search may, in a manner and for a

duration that is reasonable for the purposes of carrying out the
search,—
(a) secure the place, vehicle, or other thing searched, any

area within that place, vehicle, or other thing, or any 30
thing found within that place, vehicle, or other thing:

(b) exclude any person from the place, vehicle, or other
thing searched, or from any area within the place, ve-
hicle, or other thing, or give any other reasonable di-
rection to such a person, if the person carrying out the 35
search has reasonable grounds to believe that the person
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will obstruct or hinder the exercise of any power under
this subsection.

(2) A person who exercises any power under subsection (1)
must, on the request of any person affected by the exercise
of the power,— 5
(a) identify himself or herself; and
(b) advise the person affected of the reason and authority

for the exercise of the power.

Establishing search scene
102 Special powers where application for search warrant 10

pending
(1) If an application for a search warrant is about to be made or

has been made and has not yet been granted or refused by an
issuing officer, a NAIT officer present at the place or vehicle
that is or is to be the subject of the application may, if author- 15
ised by subsection (2),—
(a) enter and secure the place, vehicle, or other thing in re-

spect of which authorisation to enter and search is be-
ing sought, and secure any items found at that place or
in that vehicle or other thing, at any time that is reason- 20
able in the circumstances:

(b) direct any person to assist with the entry and securing
of the place or vehicle or other thing or the securing of
items in it (including, without limitation, a member of
a hapū or an iwi if the place to be entered is of cultural 25
or spiritual significance to that hapū or iwi).

(2) The powers conferred by subsection (1) may be exercised if
the NAIT officer has reasonable grounds to believe that evi-
dential material may be destroyed, concealed, altered, dam-
aged, or removed before a decision is taken to grant or refuse 30
the issue of a search warrant.

(3) The powers conferred by subsection (1) may be exercised
until the first of the following occurs:
(a) the expiry of 6 hours from when the power is first exer-

cised: 35
(b) the warrant is available for execution at that place or

vehicle or in respect of that other thing:
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(c) the application for a search warrant is refused.
(4) A person who exercises any power under subsection (1)

must, on the request of any person affected by the exercise
of the power,—
(a) identify himself or herself; and 5
(b) advise the person affected of the reason and authority

for the exercise of the power.

Seizure of items in plain view
103 Seizure of items in plain view
(1) A NAIT officer who exercises a search power or who is law- 10

fully in any place as part of his or her duties may seize any
item found by the officer or a person assisting in the course
of carrying out the search or as a result of observations at that
place, if the officer has reasonable grounds to believe that the
item could have been seized under— 15
(a) a search warrant that could have been obtained by him

or her under this Act; or
(b) any other search power exercisable by him or her under

this Act.
(2) If a NAIT officer seizes an item under subsection (1), in cir- 20

cumstances where the officer is not already exercising a search
power, the officer may exercise the relevant power conferred
by section 96 in relation to the seizure.

Inspection without warrant
104 Power of entry without warrant for inspection 25
(1) At any reasonable time a NAIT officer or a NAIT authorised

person may enter and inspect a place without a warrant for the
purpose of determining whether or not a person is complying
with this Act, regulations made under it, or standards issued
under it. 30

(2) However, a NAIT officer or a NAIT authorised person must
not enter or inspect a dwellinghouse or marae, or a building
associated with a marae, except—
(a) with the consent of an occupier; or
(b) if a warrant has been issued under section 89, in com- 35

pliance with any conditions of the warrant.
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Powers relating to vehicles
105 Stopping vehicles with or without warrant for purposes

of search
(1) A NAIT officer or a NAIT authorised person may stop a ve-

hicle to exercise the power conferred by section 104. 5
(2) A NAIT officer may stop a vehicle to conduct a search under

a power to search with a warrant issued under this Act if he or
she is satisfied that the warrant has been issued and is in force.

106 Moving vehicle for purpose of search, safekeeping, or

Personal search power
110 Power to detain and search
(1) In the circumstances described in subsection (2), a constable

(c) take possession of any information to which subsec-

tion (2) applies. 15
(2) The circumstances when the powers may be exercised under

subsection (1) are as follows:
(a) if a constable suspects on reasonable grounds that a per-

son has knowingly accessed, in breach of this Act, in-
formation in the NAIT information system that is— 20
(i) personal information (within the meaning of the

Privacy Act 1993); or
(ii) commercially sensitive within the meaning of

section 9(2)(b) of the Official Information Act
1982: 25

(b) if a constable has been informed by a NAIT officer, who
has reason to believe, that a person—
(i) has knowingly accessed, without the permission

of the individual concerned or in breach of this
Act information of a kind referred to in para- 30
graph (a)(i) or (ii); and

(ii) is or may be holding that information in either or
both electronic format and hard copy.

(3) A person may not be detained and searched under this section
before the constable has— 35
(a) advised the person that the constable proposes to detain

and search the person under this section; and
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(b) produced evidence of his or her authority to do so
(whether or not the constable is in uniform or on duty
at the time).

(4) This section does not authorise a constable to undertake an
internal search of any part of the person’s body. 5

(5) If a constable takes possession of any information under sub-
section (1), that information must be given without delay to
a NAIT officer.

(6) Not later than 3 days after detaining and searching a person
under this section, the constable must provide to the Director- 10
General a written report on the search and the circumstance
under which it was conducted.

Computer system searches
111 Duty of persons with knowledge of computer system or

other data storage devices to assist access 15
(1) A person exercising a search power in any place or vehicle or

in respect of any other thing may require a specified person to
provide access information and other information or assistance
that is reasonable and necessary to allow the person exercising
the search power to access data held in— 20
(a) a computer system that is located (in whole or in part)

in the place or the vehicle or other thing being searched:
(b) any other data storage device that is located (in whole

or in part) at the place or in the vehicle or other thing
being searched. 25

(2) In this section, specified person is a person who—
(a) is the owner or lessee of the computer system or other

data storage device, or is in possession or control of the
computer system or data storage device, an employee of
any of the above, or any service provider who provides 30
service to the above and holds access information; and

(b) has relevant knowledge of—
(i) the computer system or other data storage device;

or
(ii) measures applied to protect data held in, or ac- 35

cessible from, the computer system or other data
storage device.
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(3) A specified person may not be required under subsection (1)
to give any information tending to incriminate the person.

(4) Subsection (3) does not prevent a person exercising a search
power from requiring a specified person to provide informa-
tion that— 5
(a) is reasonable and necessary to allow the person exercis-

ing the search power to access data held in, or accessible
from, a computer system or other data storage device
that—
(i) is at the premises or in the place, vehicle, or other 10

thing to be searched; and
(ii) contains or may contain information tending to

incriminate the specified person; but
(b) does not itself tend to incriminate the specified person.

(5) Subsection (3) does not prevent a person exercising a search 15
power from requiring a specified person to provide assistance
that is reasonable and necessary to allow the person exercising
the search power to access data held in, or accessible from, a
computer system or other data storage device that—
(a) is at the premises or in the place, vehicle, or other thing 20

concerned; and
(b) contains or may contain information tending to incrim-

inate the specified person.
(6) Subsections (1), (4), and (5) are subject to subpart 4

(which relates to privilege and confidentiality). 25

Identification and notice requirements
112 Identification and notice requirements for person

exercising search power (other than remote access search)
(1) A person exercising a search power (other than a remote access

search) must,— 30
(a) before initial entry into or onto the place or vehicle or

other thing to be searched,—
(i) announce his or her intention to enter and search

the place, vehicle, or other thing under a statutory
power; and 35

(ii) identify himself or herself; and
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(b) before or on initial entry into or onto the place or ve-
hicle, or other thing to be searched,—
(i) give the occupier of the place or the person in

charge of the vehicle or other thing a copy of the
searchwarrant or advice about the enactment (the 5
authority) that authorises him or her to conduct
the entry and search; and

(ii) produce to the occupier of the place or any person
in charge of the vehicle or other thing evidence of
his or her identity (which may include details of 10
a unique identifier instead of a name).

(2) The person exercising the search power is not required to com-
ply with subsection (1) if he or she has reasonable grounds
to believe that—
(a) no person is lawfully present in or on the place, vehicle, 15

or other thing to be searched; or
(b) compliance with subsection (1)(a) would—

(i) endanger the safety of any person; or
(ii) prejudice the successful exercise of the entry and

search power; or 20
(iii) prejudice ongoing investigations.

(3) The person exercising the search power may use reasonable
force in order to effect entry into or onto the place, vehicle, or
other thing if—
(a) subsection (2) applies; or 25
(b) following a request, the person present refuses entry or

does not allow entry within a reasonable time.
(4) If the occupier of a place is not present at any time during the

search, or no person is in charge of the vehicle or other thing
during the search, the person carrying out the search must,— 30
(a) on completion of the search, leave a copy of the author-

ity referred to in subsection (1)(b)(i) and the notice
referred to in subsection (5) in a prominent position
at the place, or in or on the vehicle or other thing; or

(b) if the requirement of paragraph (a) is not reasonably 35
practicable, provide the copy of the authority referred
to in subsection (1)(b)(i) and the notice referred to
in subsection (5) to the occupier of the place or the
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owner of the vehicle or other thing no later than 7 days
after the exercise of the power.

(5) The notice required by subsection (4) is a written notice con-
taining the following particulars:
(a) the date and time of the commencement and completion 5

of the search:
(b) the name or unique identifier of the person who had

overall responsibility for that search:
(c) the address of the office to which inquiries should be

made: 10
(d) if nothing is seized, the fact that nothing was seized:
(e) if any thing was seized, the fact that seizure occurred

and (if an inventory is not provided at the same time
under sections 114 to 116) that an inventory of the
things seized will be provided to the occupier of the 15
place or person in charge of the vehicle or other thing
no later than 7 days after the seizure.

(6) For the purposes of this section and sections 114 to 116,—
(a) the following persons may not be treated as the occupier

of the place or the person in charge of a vehicle or other 20
thing:
(i) any person who is under 14 years of age (unless

section 82(2) applies to that person):
(ii) any person who the person executing the warrant

has reasonable grounds to believe is not the occu- 25
pier of the place or person in charge of the vehicle
or other thing:

(b) every reference to a copy of the authority referred to in
subsection (1)(b)(i) means, in a case where a search
is undertaken without a search warrant, written advice 30
about the enactment that authorises the search.

(7) Subsections (4) and (5) are subject to sections 115 and
116.

(8) This section does not apply to a remote access search.
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113 Identifications and notice requirements for remote access
search

(1) A person who conducts a remote access search must, on com-
pletion of the search, send an electronic message to the email
address of the thing searched— 5
(a) attaching a copy of the search warrant; and
(b) setting out the following particulars:

(i) the date and time of the commencement and com-
pletion of the search:

(ii) the name and unique identifier of the person who 10
had overall responsibility for that search:

(iii) the address of the office to which inquiries should
be made.

(2) If the person conducting the search is unable to deliver the
electronic message required by subsection (1) (or it is re- 15
turned undelivered), the person must take all reasonable steps
to identify the user of the thing searched and to send the infor-
mation referred to in subsection (1)(a) and (b) to that per-
son.

114 Inventory of items seized 20
(1) The person who carries out a search must, at the time he or

she seizes any thing, or as soon as practicable after the seizure
of any thing, and in any case not later than 7 days after that
seizure, provide to the occupier of the place, or the person in
charge of the vehicle or other thing, from where the seizure 25
took place, and to every other person who the person who car-
ried out the search has reason to believe is the owner of the
thing that was seized,—
(a) written notice specifying what was seized; and
(b) a copy of the authority referred to in section 30

112(1)(b)(i).
(2) A written notice referred to in subsection (1)(a)—

(a) must contain information about the extent to which a
person from whom a thing was seized or the owner of
the thing has a right to apply— 35
(i) to have access to the thing; or
(ii) to have access to any document relating to the

application for a search warrant or the exercise
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of any other search power that led to the seizure;
and

(b) must contain information about the right to bring a
claim that any privileged or confidential information
has been seized; but 5

(c) need not be provided to the occupier of the place or per-
son in charge of the vehicle or other thing from which
the seizure took place, if the person who carries out
the search is satisfied that none of the items seized are
owned by that person. 10

(3) If the occupier of the place or person in charge of the vehicle or
other thing is not present at the time of seizure, a written notice
referred to in subsection (1)(a) and a copy of the authority
referred to in section 112(1)(b)(i) may be provided to that
person by leaving the notice in a prominent position at the 15
place, or in or on the vehicle or other thing.

(4) Subsection (1) is subject to subsections (2) and (3).
(5) This section is subject to sections 115 and 116.

115 Compliance with certain provisions may be postponed
(1) The Director-General may apply to a District Court Judge 20

for a postponement of the obligation to comply with section
112(4) or (5) or 114 on the grounds that compliance would—
(a) endanger the safety of any person; or
(b) prejudice ongoing investigations.

(2) An application may be made under subsection (1),— 25
(a) in the case of an entry and search power that is a search

warrant, at the time of the initial application or until the
expiry of 7 days after the warrant is finally executed; or

(b) in the case of any other entry and search power, until
the expiry of 7 days after the search power is exercised. 30

(3) On an application under subsection (1), the District Court
Judge may postpone for a specified period not exceeding 12
months the obligation to comply with section 112(4) or
(5) or 114, if the Judge is satisfied that there are reasonable
grounds for believing that compliance would— 35
(a) endanger the safety of any person; or
(b) prejudice ongoing investigations.
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116 Further postponement of, or dispensation from, obligation
to comply with certain provisions

(1) A person who has obtained an order under section 115(3)
may, before the expiry of that order, apply to a District Court
Judge for a further postponement of, or dispensation from, the 5
obligation to comply with section 112(4) or (5) or 114 on
the grounds that compliance would—
(a) endanger the safety of any person; or
(b) prejudice ongoing investigations.

(2) An application for a further postponement may only be made 10
on 1 occasion.

(3) On an application under subsection (1), the District Court
Judge may postpone for a further specified period not exceed-
ing 12 months, or order a permanent dispensation from, the
obligation to comply with section 112(4) or (5) or 114 if 15
the Judge is satisfied that compliance would—
(a) endanger the safety of any person; or
(b) prejudice ongoing investigations.

(4) A District Court Judge may not, under subsection (3), grant
any postponement of, or dispensation from, an obligation in re- 20
spect of any thing that has been seized, unless the thing seized
is—
(a) a copy or clone of any information taken or made; or
(b) a thing the possession of which by the person from

whom it was seized is unlawful under New Zealand law 25
(for example, a controlled drug that is found in the pos-
session of a member of the public in circumstances in
which possession by the person of the controlled drug
is an offence against the Misuse of Drugs Act 1975).

Subpart 6—Privilege and confidentiality 30
117 Recognition of privilege
(1) The following privileges are recognised for the purposes of

this subpart:
(a) legal professional privilege, to the extent that (under

section 53(5) of the Evidence Act 2006) it forms part 35
of the general law:
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(b) privilege for communications with legal advisers (as de-
scribed in section 54 of the Evidence Act 2006):

(c) privilege for preparatory materials for proceedings (as
described in section 56 of the Evidence Act 2006):

(d) privilege for settlement negotiations or mediation (as 5
described in section 57 of the Evidence Act 2006):

(e) privilege for communications with ministers of religion
(as described in section 58 of the Evidence Act 2006):

(f) privilege in criminal proceedings for information ob-
tained by medical practitioners and clinical psycholo- 10
gists (as described in section 59 of the Evidence Act
2006):

(g) to the extent provided in section 119, and only to that
extent, any privilege against self-incrimination (as de-
scribed in section 60 of the Evidence Act 2006): 15

(h) privilege for informers (as described in section 64 of the
Evidence Act 2006):

(i) the rights conferred on a journalist under section 68 of
the Evidence Act 2006 to protect certain sources.

(2) For the purposes of this subpart, no privilege applies in re- 20
spect of any communication or information if there is a prima
facie case that the communication or information is made or
received, or compiled or prepared,—
(a) for a dishonest purpose; or
(b) to enable or aid any person to commit or plan to commit 25

what the person claiming the privilege knew, or ought
reasonably to have known, to be an offence.

118 Lawyers’ trust accounts
(1) Subsection (2) applies to documents that are books of ac-

count or accounting records kept— 30
(a) by a solicitor in relation to any trust account money

that is subject to section 112 of the Lawyers and Con-
veyancers Act 2006; or

(b) by a nominee company that—
(i) is subject to practice rules made by the Council 35

of the New Zealand Law Society under section
96 of the Lawyers and Conveyancers Act 2006;
and
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(ii) is operated by a barrister and solicitor or an in-
corporated law firm as a nominee in respect of
securities and documents of title held for clients.

(2) The application by section 117 of this Act of section 54 of
the Evidence Act 2006 (which relates to the privilege for com- 5
munications with legal advisers) does not prevent, limit, or af-
fect—
(a) the making of a production order, issuing of a search

warrant, or exercise of any other search power in respect
of a document to which this subsection applies; or 10

(b) the obligation to comply with that production order,
search warrant, or other search power in respect of a
document to which this subsection applies; or

(c) the admissibility, in a criminal proceeding for an of-
fence described in the production order or search war- 15
rant or for an offence in respect of which any other
search power was exercised, of any evidence that re-
lates to the contents of a document obtained under the
production order or search warrant, or as the result of
the exercise of any other search power. 20

119 Privilege against self-incrimination
(1) A production order does not affect the privilege against self-

incrimination that an individual may have under section 60 of
the Evidence Act 2006.

(2) Any assertion of a privilege against self-incrimination must be 25
based on section 60 of the Evidence Act 2006.

(3) If any individual refuses to produce any information or docu-
ment or to answer any question on the ground that it is a
privileged communication under section 60 of the Evidence
Act 2006, the NAIT officer concerned may apply to a District 30
Court Judge for an order determining whether or not the claim
of privilege is valid.

(4) For the purposes of determining any application referred to in
subsection (3), the individual must offer sufficient evidence
to enable the District Court Judge to assess whether self-in- 35
crimination is reasonably likely if the individual produced the
information or the document or answered the question.
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(5) Section 63 of the Evidence Act 2006 does not apply to a pro-
duction order.

120 Other privileges
(1) If any person refuses to disclose any information on the ground

that it is privileged under this section, the Director-General 5
may apply to a District Court Judge for an order determining
whether or not the claim of privilege is valid.

(2) For the purpose of determining any application, the District
Court Judge may require the information or document to be
produced to him or her. 10

(3) A District Court Judge must, on the application of the Dir-
ector-General, disallow a privilege claim under this section if
the Judge is satisfied that the claim to privilege would, under
section 67(1) of the Evidence Act 2006, be disallowed in a
proceeding. 15

121 Effect of privilege on search warrants and search powers
A person who claims privilege in respect of any thing that is
seized or sought to be seized has the right, in accordance with
sections 122 to 127,—
(a) to prevent the search under this Act of any communica- 20

tion or information to which the privilege would apply
if it were sought to be disclosed in a proceeding, pend-
ing determination of the claim to privilege, and subse-
quently if the claim to privilege is upheld:

122 Search warrants that extend to lawyers’ premises or

(1) This section applies to the execution of a search warrant that
authorises the search of materials held by a lawyer relating to
a client.

(2) If this section applies, the search warrant may not be executed
unless— 35
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(a) the lawyer is present; or
(b) a representative of the lawyer is present.

(3) If the person who is to execute the search warrant is unable to
contact the lawyer or his or her representative, that personmust
instead contact the New Zealand Law Society and request that 5
a person be appointed by the Society to represent the interests
of the clients of the lawyer in relation to the search.

(4) Before executing the search warrant, the person who is to exe-
cute it must give the lawyer or his or her representative, or any
person appointed by the New Zealand Law Society under sub- 10
section (3),—
(a) the opportunity to claim privilege on behalf of the

lawyer’s client; or
(b) the opportunity to make an interim claim of privilege if

instructions have not been obtained from the client. 15

123 Search warrant extending to certain other privileged
materials

(1) This section applies to the execution of a search warrant that
authorises the search of professional material held by a minis-
ter of religion, medical practitioner, or clinical psychologist. 20

(2) If this section applies, the search warrant may not be executed
unless—
(a) the minister of religion, medical practitioner, or clinical

psychologist is present; or
(b) a representative of that person is present. 25

(3) If the person who is to execute the search warrant is unable to
contact the minister of religion, medical practitioner, or clin-
ical psychologist, or his or her representative, that person must
instead contact the church or professional body to whom the
minister, medical practitioner, or clinical psychologist belongs 30
and request the church or body to appoint a person to represent
the interests of the parishioners, patients, or clients of the min-
ister, medical practitioner or clinical psychologist, in relation
to the search.

(4) Before executing the search warrant, the person executing it 35
must give theminister of religion, medical practitioner, or clin-
ical psychologist, or his or her personal representative, or the
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person appointed by the church or professional body under
subsection (3),—
(a) the opportunity to claim privilege on behalf of parish-

ioners, patients, or clients of the minister of religion,
medical practitioner, or clinical psychologist; or 5

(b) the opportunity to make an interim claim of privilege if
the minister, medical practitioner, or clinical psychol-
ogist, or his or her representative or person appointed
under subsection (3), is unable immediately to con-
tact the parishioners, patients, or clients.

124 Searches otherwise affecting privileged materials

Every person commits an offence and is liable on summary
conviction to imprisonment for a term not exceeding 3 months 10
who fails, without reasonable excuse, to assist a person exer-
cising a search power when requested to do so under section

132 Offences relating to exercise of powers

(a) threatens, assaults, obstructs, or hinders a person in the
exercise of a power or the performance of a function or
duty prescribed by or under this Act:

(b) impersonates or falsely represents himself or herself as
a NAIT officer or a NAIT authorised person. 20

(2) Every person who commits an offence against this section is
liable, on summary conviction,—
(a) in the case of an individual, to imprisonment for a term

not exceeding 6months or a fine not exceeding $25,000:
(b) in the case of a body corporate, to a fine not exceeding 25

$50,000.

133 Offences relating to information required by, or held
under, this Act

(1) Every person commits an offence who knowingly provides
information that is materially false or misleading to— 30
(a) the NAIT organisation; or
(b) a NAIT officer or a NAIT authorised person exercising

powers under this Act.
(2) A PICA for a NAIT location commits an offence who know-

ingly provides a materially false or misleading declaration that 35
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a NAIT animal consigned for transport or droving has been
identified and registeredwith theNAIT organisation in accord-
ance with this Act.

(3) Every person commits an offence who knowingly accesses,
uses, or discloses information on theNAIT information system 5
that is—
(a) personal information within the meaning of the Privacy

Act 1993; or
(b) commercially sensitive within the meaning of section

9(2)(b)(ii) of the Official Information Act 1982. 10
(4) Every person commits an offence who, knowingly andwithout

the prior written approval of the NAIT organisation,—
(a) uses, in the course of business or trade,—

(i) the name NAIT organisation; or
(ii) any other trading name used by the NAIT organ- 15

isation; or
(iii) a logo, mark, or design that identifies the NAIT

organisation; or
(b) forms an association using the name NAIT organisa-

tion, or any other trading name used by the NAIT or- 20
ganisation.

(5) Every person who commits an offence against this section is
liable, on summary conviction,—
(a) in the case of an individual, to imprisonment for a term

134 Obligation to maintain confidentiality
(1) This section applies to NAIT officers and NAIT authorised

persons exercising powers or performing functions under this 30

Infringement offences 30

151A Appointment of NAIT officers and NAIT authorised

(b) NAIT authorised persons.

(2) Persons appointed under this sectionmust have the appropriate 25
experience, qualifications, and technical competence relevant
to the functions of a NAIT officer or NAIT authorised person,
as the case may be.

(3) Persons appointed under this section as NAIT officers or as
NAIT authorised persons may (but need not) be employed by 30
the Director-General under the State Sector Act 1988.

(4) Subject to subsection (2), the following may be appointed as
a NAIT officer:

curity Act 1993: 35
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(b) an animal product officer appointed under section 78 of
the Animal Products Act 1999.

(5) Without limiting the discretion of the Director-General under
subsection (1), the NAIT organisation may recommend suit-
able persons for appointment as NAIT authorised persons. 5

(6) To avoid doubt, if the Director-General delegates the power of
appointment of NAIT officers or NAIT authorised persons to
another Director-General under section 41 of the State Sector
Act 1988, references in this section to the Director-General
must be read as references to the Director-General to whom 10
the power of appointment is delegated.

151B Authorisation of officers
(1) The Director-General must supply every NAIT officer and

every NAIT authorised person with a warrant of authorisation
stating the powers and functions of the relevant officer or au- 15
thorised person.

(2) A NAIT officer or a NAIT authorised person, in exercising a
power under this Act, must carry and produce, if required to
do so,—

more specified NAIT locations; or 5
(b) a person is complying with this Act, regulations made

under it, or standards issued under it; or
(c) a NAIT officer, a NAIT authorised person, or the Dir-

ector-General should exercise other powers under this
Act for the purpose of ascertaining and ensuring com- 10
pliance with this Act.

(3) This section is subject to clause 64 (which provides for a
privilege against self-incrimination).

3 Audit of core data
(1) A NAIT officer or a NAIT authorised person may, at any time, 15

audit core data for the purpose of ascertaining compliance
with—
(a) the obligations set out in Part 3 of this Act:
(b) any requirements of this Act, of regulations made under

it, or of standards issued under it. 20
(2) A fee or charge may be charged to recover the cost of the audit.
(3) Before commencing an audit, the NAIT officer must notify

the PICA, the PICA’s delegate, and the PICA’s information
provider (if any) that—
(a) an audit is to be carried out; and 25
(b) the audit will be conducted on a cost-recovery basis; and
(c) the PICA, the PICA’s delegate, or the PICA’s informa-

tion provider may make a written submission before an
adverse report is issued on the basis of the audit.

(4) This section is subject to clause 64 (which provides for a 30
privilege against self-incrimination).

4 Power to determine status of person as PICA
(1) If there is no PICA registered for a NAIT location, a NAIT

officer must determine who the PICA is for that location.
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(2) The NAIT officer must take into account the following factors:
(a) if a person (person A) is actually in charge of NAIT

animals and is employed by another person (person B),
whether person B agrees to person A being the PICA
for the NAIT location; and 5

(b) whether person A has the authority and ability to carry
out the obligations arising under this Act, including—
(i) the obligation to register as the PICA for the

NAIT location; and
(ii) the obligations of a PICA such as— 10

(A) obtaining and fitting NAIT devices for the
species or sub-groups of species of NAIT
animals at the location; and

(B) declaring the movement of NAIT animals
to or from the location. 15

(3) Subclause (2) does not limit the matters that a NAIT officer
may take into account in making a determination under sub-
clause (1).

(4) A NAIT officer may require evidence from person A to estab-
lish the matters required by subclause (2). 20

(5) If a NAIT officer determines that personA is a PICA in accord-
ance with the factors specified in subclause (2), the NAIT
officer must—
(a) give notice of that determination in writing to the per-

son; and 25
(b) advise the person of—

(i) the requirements for registration as the PICA for
the location; and

(ii) the obligations that apply to that person as the
PICA for that location; and 30

(iii) the offences and penalties that apply for breaches
of this Act or of regulations made under it.

5 Power to give directions
(1) A NAIT officer or a NAIT authorised person may, if he or she

considers it necessary,— 35
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(a) give directions to a PICA, a PICA delegate, or an infor-
mation provider to ensure that a NAIT animal is iden-
tified and registered in the manner and within the time
required by or under this Act:

(b) give any other reasonable direction to ensure compli- 5
ance with this Act, regulations made under this Act, or
standards issued under it.

(2) Directions must be given in writing but, if it is impracticable
to do so in the circumstances, may be given orally, and those
directions must be given in writing as soon as practicable after 10
an oral direction has been given.

6 Power to act if person defaults
(1) This section applies to a person who is directed under clause

5 to take some specified action.
(2) If the person fails to comply with the direction within the time 15

specified in the notice or, if no time was specified in a notice
under clause 5(2), within a reasonable time, a NAIT officer
or a NAIT authorised person may take action, or cause action
to be taken, that is reasonably necessary and appropriate for
achieving the purposes of the notice. 20

(3) If a specified action is required to be carried out onMāori land,
the notice given to the owners must comply with section 181
of Te Ture Whenua Maori Act 1993.

(4) The NAIT officer or a NAIT authorised person is entitled to
recover the costs and expenses reasonably incurred under sub- 25
clause (2) as a debt due from the person to whom the notice
was given.

7 Holding of property seized or produced under this Part
Any property, other than NAIT animals, seized or produced
in the course of exercising a power under this Part may be 30
held by the law enforcement agency, but only for as long as is
reasonably necessary for investigation as evidential material.
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Rights in respect of things seized or produced
8 Application for release of, or access to, things seized or

produced
(1) The persons described in subclause (2) may, by written no-

tice to the person who has custody of a thing seized under a 5
search power or produced under a production order, apply for
the release of or access to the thing at any time before proceed-
ings are brought for an alleged offence in respect of which the
thing was seized or produced.

(2) The persons are as follows: 10
(a) the person who produced the thing or from whom the

thing was seized:
(b) the owner or person entitled to possession of the seized

or produced thing:
(c) any personwith a legal or equitable interest in the seized 15

or produced thing.
(3) The person in whose custody the seized or produced thing is

may release the thing to the applicant or provide reasonable
access to it.

(4) A person who receives an application under subclause (1) 20
may refuse that application on the ground that release of the
thing or, as the case requires, access to it is likely to prejudice
the maintenance of the law.

(5) A release of, or provision of access to, a thing may be granted
unconditionally or subject to conditions. 25

(6) A person refusing an application under subclause (1) must
inform the applicant of the decision in writing.

9 Failure to comply with conditions
If a person to whom a seized or produced thing is released or
who is given access to it under clause 8 fails to comply with 30
any condition imposed under clause 8(5), the thing may be
seized again, or required to be produced, or the ability to have
access to the thing ended at the direction of the person who
released it or provided access to it.
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10 Application to District Court for access to thing seized
or produced

(1) A person referred to in clause 8(2) may apply to the District
Court for access to any thing seized by a person exercising a
search power or produced to any person under a production 5
order if the person’s application under that section—
(a) has been refused; or
(b) has been granted, but is subject to conditions that the

applicant does not accept.
(2) The District Court may either— 10

(a) grant the application; or
(b) refuse it on the ground that allowing the person to have

access to the thing, or varying or cancelling the condi-
tions concerned, is likely to prejudice the maintenance
of the law. 15

11 Application to District Court for release of thing seized
or produced

(1) A person referred to in clause 8(2) may apply to the District
Court for the release of any thing seized by a person exercising
a search power or produced to a person under a production 20
order.

(2) The court may release the thing to the applicant if it is satisfied
that it would be contrary to the interests of justice for the item
to be retained in custody, having regard to—
(a) the gravity of the alleged offence: 25
(b) any loss or damage to the applicant that is caused or

likely to be caused by not returning the thing:
(c) the likely evidential value of the thing, having regard to

any other evidence held by the law enforcement agency
that employed or engaged the person who seized the 30
thing or to whom the thing was produced:

(d) whether the evidential value of the thing can be ad-
equately preserved by means other than by keeping it.

(3) This section is subject to any enactment that requires an
amount of any kind to be paid before any seized thing may be 35
returned.
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Powers applying in relation to all livestock

12 Recovery of straying livestock
(1) This Part applies to all livestock, whether or not they are NAIT

animals. 5
(2) If a livestock owner (person A) believes on reasonable

grounds that livestock of that person have strayed onto land
occupied by another person (person B) or are in the posses-
sion of person B, for the purpose of identifying and recovering
any livestock,— 10
(a) person A may apply in writing to a NAIT officer re-

questing that written notice be given to person B about
the straying livestock; and

(b) the NAIT officer may give notice to person B, requiring
that person, on the date specified in the notice,— 15
(i) to muster his or her livestock of the kind to which

the application relates; or
(ii) if person B is not holding such livestock on land

in his or her occupation, to allow any livestock
whose identity is in question to be mustered in a 20
yard or pen.

(3) The NAIT officer, if he or she considers it appropriate to do
so, may—
(a) enter the land and carry out the muster of livestock on

person B’s land; and 25
(b) on the application of person B, postpone the date fixed

to muster the livestock.
(4) Person B may recover from person A—

(a) the reasonable expenses incurred in mustering, deliver-
ing, or holding, the livestock if so ordered by a NAIT 30
officer; and

(b) compensation for any unavoidable damage suffered in
complying with a notice given under subclause (2).

(5) Subclause (6) applies if the NAIT officer—
(a) is unable for good reason to deal with an application 35

made under subclause (2) without delay; and
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(b) believes on reasonable grounds that livestock may be
removed from the land or otherwise disposed of in the
meantime.

(6) The NAIT officer may, if requested to do so by person A, order
livestock to be held in the manner that the NAIT officer thinks 5
appropriate until the application is dealt with or the expiration
of 7 days, whichever is the earlier.

(7) If person B refuses or fails to comply with a notice given under
subclause (2) or an order given under subclause (6), person
B commits an offence and is liable on summary conviction to 10
a fine not exceeding $1,000.

13 Removal of straying livestock
(1) If an occupier of land (person A) believes on reasonable

grounds that livestock owned by another person (person B)
have strayed onto person A’s land,— 15
(a) person A may apply in writing to a NAIT officer re-

questing that written notice be given to person B, re-
quiring that person to remove livestock that belong to
person B at that person’s expense; and

(b) the NAIT officer may give notice to person B, requir- 20
ing that person, on the date specified in the notice, to
remove the livestock.

(2) If a person who is a party to a covenant established to protect
any of the values specified in subclause (3) (person C) be-
lieves that there are, on the covenanted land, livestock owned 25
by person B that are likely to affect adversely the values being
protected,—
(a) person C may apply in writing to a NAIT officer for,

and the NAIT officer may give, written notice to person
B requiring the livestock to be removed or destroyed by 30
the date specified in the notice; and

(b) person C or the NAIT officer may, if the notice is not
complied with by the specified date, impound the live-
stock at the cost of person B, until that person complies
with the notice. 35

(3) The values are—
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(a) the viability of threatened species or sub-groups of
species of organisms:

(b) the survival and distribution of indigenous plants or ani-
mals:

(c) the sustainability of natural and developed ecosystems, 5
ecological processes, and biological diversity:

(d) soil resources or water quality:
(e) human health or enjoyment of the recreational value of

the natural environment:
(f) the relationship ofMāori and their culture and traditions 10

with their ancestral lands, waters, sites, wāhi tapu, and
taonga.

(4) If person B refuses or fails to comply with a notice given under
this clause, that person commits an offence and is liable on
summary conviction to a fine not exceeding $1,000. 15

Part 3
Powers of NAIT officers to obtain certain

orders
Production orders

14 NAIT officer may apply for production order 20
(1) This clause applies to a NAIT officer who is entitled to apply

for a search warrant to obtain documents.
(2) The NAIT officer may apply to an issuing officer for a pro-

duction order against a person in respect of those documents
if the NAIT officer is satisfied that the conditions specified in 25
clause 15 for making the order against the person are met.

(3) An application must be in writing and must set out the follow-
ing particulars:
(a) the name of the applicant:
(b) the provision under this Act authorising the making of 30

an application for a search warrant in respect of the sus-
pected offence:

(c) a description of the offence that it is suspected has been,
is being, or will be committed:
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(d) the facts relied on to show reasonable grounds to sus-
pect that an offence has been, is being, or will be com-
mitted:

(e) a description of the documents for which production is
sought: 5

(f) the facts relied on to show reasonable grounds to be-
lieve that the documents sought are in the possession,
or under the control, of the person against whom the
order is sought:

(g) whether the person against whom the order is made 10
should be required to produce,—
(i) on 1 occasion only, those documents for which

production is sought that are in his or her posses-
sion or under his or her control when the order is
made; or 15

(ii) on an ongoing basis,—
(A) those documents for which production is

sought that are in the person’s possession
or under the person’s control at the time
the order is made; and 20

(B) those documents for which production is
sought and that come into the person’s
possession or under the person’s control at
any time while the order is in force.

15 Conditions for making production order 25
(1) The conditions for making a production order are that there are

reasonable grounds to—
(a) suspect that an offence has been, is being, or will be

committed (being an offence in respect of which this
Part authorises a NAIT officer to apply for a search war- 30
rant); and

(b) believe that the documents sought by the proposed
order—
(i) constitute evidential material in respect of the of-

fence; and 35
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(ii) are in the possession or under the control of the
person against whom the order is sought, or will
come into the possession or under the control of
that person while the order is in force.

(2) A production order does not affect the privilege against self- 5
incrimination provided for in clause 64.

16 Issuing officer may make order
An issuing officer may make a production order against a per-
son if satisfied, on an application made under clause 14, that
the conditions specified in clause 15 are met. 10

17 Form and content of production order
(1) A production order must be in the prescribed form and must

require the person against whom it is made (person A)—
(a) to give the NAIT officer who applied for the order, or a

person identified in the order,— 15
(i) any documents described in the order that are in

the possession or under the control of person A;
and

(ii) if clause 14(3)(g)(ii)(B) applies, documents de-
scribed in the order that come into the possession 20
or under the control of person A while the order
is in force; and

(b) if any of those documents are not, or are no longer, in
the possession or under the control of person A, to dis-
close, to the best of person A’s knowledge or belief, the 25
location of those documents to the NAIT officer who
applied for the order or to the person identified in the
order.

(2) The production order must set out the following:
(a) the name of person A: 30
(b) the grounds on which the order is made:
(c) the documents required to be given:
(d) whether the documents must be produced on 1 occasion

only or on an ongoing basis for the duration of the entire
order: 35
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(e) the time by which, and the way in which, the documents
must be produced.

(3) The production order may describe the documents required to
be given by reference to a class or category of document.

(4) If the production order is made against a body corporate or 5
unincorporated, the order may specify an individual (whether
by name or by reference to a position held in the body) who is
to comply with the order as the body’s representative.

18 Duration of production order
A production order is in force for the period specified in the 10
order (not exceeding 30 days after the date on which the order
is made).

19 Documents produced under production order
When any document is produced in compliance with a produc-
tion order, the NAIT officer who applied for the order may— 15
(a) retain the original document produced if it is relevant to

the investigation:
(b) take copies of the document, or of extracts from the

document:
(c) if necessary, require the person producing the document 20

to reproduce, or to assist any person nominated by the
Director-General or a delegate of the Director-General
to reproduce, in usable form, any information recorded
or stored in the document.

20 Copy of retained document 25
If a NAIT officer retains an original document that is produced
in compliance with a production order, the officer must, as
soon as practicable after the document is produced, take a copy
of the document and give the copy to the person who produced
the original document under the production order. 30

A NAIT officer may ask a person to consent to undergo a
search or to consent to a search being made of a place, ve-
hicle, or other thing apparently in the control of the person, if 30
the officer wishes to conduct the search for 1 or more of the
following purposes:
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(a) to prevent the commission of an offence against this
Act:

(b) to investigate whether an offence against this Act has
been committed:

(c) any purpose for which the NAIT officer could exercise 5
a power of search conferred by this Act, if he or she held
a particular belief or suspicion specified in this Act.

25 Advice that must be given before consent search
undertaken
Before conducting a search by consent, the NAIT officer who 10
proposes to conduct it must—
(a) determine that the search is for a purpose authorised by

clause 24; and
(b) advise the person from whom consent is sought of the

reason for the proposed search; and 15
(c) advise the person that he or she may either consent to

the search or refuse to consent to the search.

26 Circumstances where search by consent unlawful
A search by consent is unlawful if—
(a) it is not for a purpose set out in clause 24; or 20
(b) the NAIT officer fails to comply with clause 25(a),

(b), or (c); or
(c) the search is undertaken in reliance on a consent given

by a person who does not have authority to give that
consent. 25

27 Ability of persons under 14 years to consent to searches of

(1) A person under 14 years of age is unable to consent to the
search of a place, vehicle, or other thing.

Search warrants
29 Power to apply for search warrant 10
(1) A NAIT officer may apply for a search warrant in the man-

ner set out in clauses 30 to 33 if the officer has reasonable
grounds—
(a) to suspect that an offence against this Act has been, is

being, or will be committed; and 15
(b) to believe that the search will disclose evidence in re-

spect of that offence.
(2) The provisions of clauses 30 to 33 apply in respect of every

warrant applied for, or issued, under this Act that would en-
able, in respect of any land, premises, place, vehicle, or other 20
thing,—
(a) entry; or
(b) entry and search; or
(c) entry and inspection; or
(d) entry and examination. 25

30 Application for search warrant
(1) In applying for a search warrant, a NAIT officer must include,

in reasonable detail, the following particulars:
(a) the name of the applicant:
(b) the provision authorising the making of the application: 30
(c) the grounds on which the application is made (including

the reasons why the legal requirements for issuing the
warrant are believed by the applicant to be satisfied):
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(d) the address or other description of the place, vehicle,
or other thing proposed to be entered, entered and
searched, inspected, or examined:

(e) a description of the item or items or other evidential
material believed to be in or on or part of the place, 5
vehicle, or other thing that is sought by the applicant:

(f) the period for which the warrant is sought:
(g) if the applicant wants to be able to execute the warrant

on more than 1 occasion, the grounds on which execu-
tion onmore than 1 occasion is believed to be necessary. 10

(2) The issuing officer—
(a) may require the applicant to supply further information

concerning the grounds on which the search warrant is
sought; but

(b) must not, in any circumstances, require the applicant to 15
disclose the name, address, or any other identifying de-
tails of an informant unless, and only to the extent that,
such information is necessary for the issuing officer to
assess either or both of the following:
(i) the credibility of the informant: 20

An application for a search warrant must contain or be accom-
panied by a statement by the applicant confirming the truth and
accuracy of the contents of the application.

32 Mode of application for search warrant 5
(1) An application for a search warrant—

(a) must be in writing, unless subclause (3) applies; and
(b) may be transmitted to the issuing officer electronically.

(2) The applicant must appear in person before, or communicate
orally with, the issuing officer, unless subclause (4) applies. 10

(3) An issuing officer may allow an application for a search war-
rant to be made orally (for example, by telephone call) or by
personal appearance and excuse the applicant from putting all
or any part of the application (including any required material)

(4) An issuing officer may allow an application for a search war-
rant to be made without either an appearance in person or an 30
oral communication with the issuing officer if—
(a) the issuing officer is satisfied that the question of

whether the search warrant should be issued can
properly be determined on the basis of any written
communication by the applicant (including the material 35
described in paragraph (b)); and
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(b) the information required by clause 30(1) to (3) has
been supplied to the issuing officer; and

(c) the issuing officer is satisfied that there is no need to ask
any questions of, or seek any further information from,
the applicant. 5

(5) An issuing officer who allows an application for a search war-
rant to be made under subclause (3)must record the grounds
for the application as soon as practicable.

33 Retention of documents
(1) The Registrar of the District Court where an application is 10

made (or of the District Court closest to that place) must re-
tain control of a copy (whether in electronic form or otherwise)

(a) every written application for a search warrant; or

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Issuing of search warrants
34 Restrictions on issue of search warrant
(1) An issuing officer may issue a search warrant on application

by a NAIT officer, if the issuing officer is satisfied that there
are reasonable grounds— 5
(a) to suspect that an offence against this Act has been, is

being, or will be committed; and
(b) to believe that the search will find evidence in respect

of the offence.
(2) An issuing officer must not issue a warrant to seize any thing 10

held by a lawyer that is a communication of a kind to which

(ii) a condition that the occupier or person in charge

execute the warrant without undue delay:

(c) executed only once, unless execution on more than 1
occasion has been authorised.

(4) Every search warrant must contain, in reasonable detail, the 5
following particulars:
(a) the name or other individual designation of the issuing

officer and the date of issue:
(b) the provision or provisions authorising the issue of the

warrant, including, where relevant, the suspected of- 10
fence or offences:

(c) that the person executing the warrant may use any as-
sistance that is reasonable in the circumstances:

(d) that any person authorised to do so may execute the
warrant: 15

(e) that the person executing the warrant may use any force,
if authorised by this Act or any other enactment, that is
reasonable in the circumstances to enter, break open, or
access any area within the place, vehicle, or other thing
being searched, or anything found: 20

(f) the address or description of the place, vehicle, or other
thing that may be entered, entered and searched, in-
spected, or examined:

(g) a description of what may be seized:
(h) the period during which the warrant may be executed, 25

being—
(i) a period specified by the issuing officer not ex-

ceeding 14 days from the date of issue; or
(ii) if the issuing officer is satisfied that a period of

longer than 14 days is necessary for execution, 30
a period specified by the issuing officer not ex-
ceeding 30 days from the date of issue:

(i) any conditions specified by the issuing officer under
subclause (3)(b):

(j) if the warrant may be executed onmore than 1 occasion, 35
the number of times that the warrant may be executed:
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(k) if the warrant is intended to authorise a remote access
search (for example, a search of a thing such as an Inter-

(l) an explanation of the availability of relevant privileges
and an outline of how any of those privileges may be
claimed:

(m) a statement that, in the case of any other search author-
ised by this Act, any person found in the place or vehicle 10
to be searched may be searched if there are reasonable
grounds to believe that an item being searched for is on
that person.

(5) A search warrant may authorise the search of more than 1
place, vehicle, or thing. 15

(6) An issuing officer may not issue a search warrant authorising
the remote access search of a thing unless he or she is satisfied
that the thing is not located at a physical address that a person
can enter and search.

(7) A person is not required, as a consequence of a condition im- 20
posed under subclause (3)(b)(ii), to give any information
tending to incriminate the person.

36 Issuing officer may require search warrant report
(1) An issuing officer may impose a condition under clause

35(3)(b) requiring the employer of any person to whom a 25
search warrant is issued to provide that issuing officer with a
search warrant report within a specified period.

(f) to bring and use in or on the place or in the vehicle or

other thing searched, any equipment, to use any equip- 25
ment found on the place or in the vehicle or other thing,
and to extract any electricity from the place, vehicle, or
other thing to operate the equipment that it is reasonable
to use in the circumstances, for the purposes of carrying
out the entry and search: 30

(g) to copy any document, or part of a document, that may
lawfully be seized:

(h) to access and copy intangible material from a computer
system or other data storage device located (in whole
or in part) at the place or in the vehicle or other thing 35
searched (including copying by means of previewing,
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cloning, or other forensic methods either before or after
removal for examination):

(i) to use any reasonable measures to—
(i) gain access to any computer system or other data

storage device located (in whole or in part) at 5
the place or in the vehicle or other thing to be
searched; and

(ii) create a forensic copy of any material in such a
computer system or other data storage device:

(j) to take photographs, sound and video recordings, or 10
drawings of the place, vehicle, or other thing searched,
and of any thing found in that place, vehicle, or other
thing searched, if the person exercising the power has
reasonable grounds to believe that the photographs or
sound or video recordings or drawings may be relevant 15
to the purposes of the entry and search.

41 Remote access search of thing authorised by warrant
Every person executing a search warrant authorising a remote
access search may—
(a) access and copy intangible material from the thing be- 20

ing searched (including copying by means of preview-
ing, cloning, or other forensic methods); and

(b) use reasonable measures to—
(i) gain access to the thing; and
(ii) create a forensic copy of material in the thing. 25

42 Items of uncertain status may be seized
If a person exercising a search power is uncertain whether any
item found may lawfully be seized, and it is not reasonably
practicable to determine whether that item can be seized at the
place or in the vehicle or other thing where the search takes 30
place, the person exercising the search power may remove the
item for the purpose of examination or analysis to determine
whether it may be lawfully seized.

(ii) create a forensic copy of material in the thing.

45 Limitation on exercise of powers
(1) The powers conferred by clauses 40 to 44 are subject to— 5

(a) any conditions imposed under clause 35(3)(b) by an
issuing officer who issues a search warrant:

(b) clauses 62 to 72 (which relate to privilege and confi-
dentiality).

(2) The powers conferred by clause 40(d) to detain a person may 10
only be exercised by a person who has power to arrest the

(as described in section 58 of the Evidence Act 2006): 30

(f) privilege in criminal proceedings for information ob-
tained by medical practitioners and clinical psycholo-
gists (as described in section 59 of the Evidence Act
2006):
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(g) to the extent provided in clause 64, and only to that
extent, any privilege against self-incrimination (as de-
scribed in section 60 of the Evidence Act 2006):

(h) privilege for informers (as described in section 64 of the
Evidence Act 2006): 5

(i) the rights conferred on a journalist under section 68 of
the Evidence Act 2006 to protect certain sources.

(iv) the person’s last-known registered address, if the

person has or has had a registered address for any 35
purpose; or
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(v) the person’s address in the latest telephone direc-
tory; or

(vi) the address of the person’s last-known place of
business; or

(b) if the person is not a natural person,— 5
(i) the person’s last-known registered address, if the

person has or has had a registered address for any
purpose; or

(ii) the person’s address in the latest telephone direc-
tory; or 10

(iii) the address of the person’s last-known place of
business.

(6) For the purposes of the Summary Proceedings Act 1957, an
infringement notice or a cancellation notice served under sub-
clause (5) is treated as having been served on the person at 15
the time when it was posted.

88 Form of infringement notice
(1) An infringement notice must be in the form prescribed by

regulations made under section 164.
(2) The prescribed form must contain the following details: 20

(b) knew, or could reasonably be expected to have known,

that the offence was to be, or was being committed and
failed to take all practicable steps to prevent or stop it.

85, it is a defence if the defendant proves—
(a) that the defendant took all reasonable steps to avoid

(b) with the leave of the court, any further time that the
court allows.

95 Evidence in proceedings 5
(1) In proceedings for an offence against this Act, a certificate or

document that purports to be signed by the Director-General
or delegate stating that a named person was, at the specified
date or period, a NAIT officer or a NAIT authorised person—
(a) is admissible in evidence; and 10
(b) unless the contrary is proved, is sufficient evidence of

the contents of the certificate or document.
(2) A certificate or document referred to in subclause (1) in-

cludes an electronic copy of the certificate or document.

(1) If an order or a notice is to be given to a person for the purposes

of this Act, it may be given—
(a) by delivering it personally to the person; or
(b) by delivering it at the usual or last-known place of resi-

dence or business of the person, including by fax or by 20
electronic mail; or

(c) by sending it by prepaid post addressed to the person at
the usual or last-known place of residence or business
of the person.

(2) If an order or a notice is to be served on a body corporate 25
for the purposes of this Act, service on an officer of the body
corporate or on the registered office of the body corporate in
accordance with subclause (1) is deemed to be service on the
body corporate.

(3) If an order or a notice is to be served on a partnership for 30
the purposes of this Act, service on any one of the partners in
accordance with subclause (1) or (2) is deemed to be service
on the partnership.
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(4) If an order or a notice is sent by post to a person in accordance
with subclause (1)(c), the order or notice is deemed, in the
absence of proof to the contrary, to have been given on the
third day after the day on which it was posted.

(5) This clause is subject to any other provision of this Act that 5
provides differently for the service of orders or notices.
